SEPTEMBER 2005 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION AND PARKS REPORT

Programs
· The community has responded very well to this season’s programs. Our Indoor Pee-Wee Soccer program had twice as much interest than expected, so another class was offered.  We now have 2 classes of 20 children each.
· The Fitness Classes have more than the minimum needed and Monica is pleased to say the Senior Stride Class participants are motivated and enjoy coming to their class.
· We had a great response to the Babysitter’s Training Class. There are 15 children anxious and willing to contribute to the care of the community’s children.
· A new program offered this season is the Pet First Aid class.  There are 6 people registered for this class and we are still taking registrations.
· The Senior Writing Class participants are glad to be back (all seven of them) and enjoying their discussions and assignments from their instructor Therese Boyd.
· Unfortunately, Monica had to cancel the Proper Skin & Hair Care for Teens program. The deadline was Monday, Sept.19th and only 2 people were registered.  After Monica notified the instructors of this cancellation, 4 more young ladies contact me later in the week.

· There were a large number of 3-6 year olds interested in the Ballerina Bells program this season. Since the response to the 6-8 year old session was below the minimum, Monica opened it up to the 4-6 year old children. By doing this, we were able to have 2 full classes.

· The Scrapbooking Class and Caring For The Caregiver’s Class did not receive any interest. This could very well be because there is a business in the Township called the Scrapbook Junction and people can go there for classes and supplies. The Red Cross Program for the Caregiver is a new class and Monica would like to try to offer this again.

· We have three Bus Trips going to New York City and we only have seats available for the December trip. Normally we would only have an October & December trip to New York, this year we included a November trip to see the Radio City Christmas Show and shopping. There are 30 people traveling to see the show and 17 people going to enjoy shopping and the sights.
· The Fall Golf Tournament will be held on Thursday, October 13 at Heritage Hills.  There are 6 teams and we have 7 sponsors.  The proceeds from this event will help fund the Youth Council that Debra is working to establish.

· The Geocaching Class started last night with 7 participants.  This class is taught by Gary Milbrand, who works for the Township.

· The Free Medicare Seminar was held on Tuesday, September 27 in the Training Room at the Township Office.  Twelve people were registered and learned about changes in the system.  The second class on October 4 was cancelled due to lack of interest.

· We are still taking registration for the Youth Video Tournament, Indoor Youth Soccer (1st-6th grades), and the Holiday Drop and Shop nights.

Park Repairs/Projects

· The new playground for York Township Park has arrived.  The location of the playground has been changed, so now it will sit closer to the Gazebo between the two rows of trees.  This will provide some shade for the playground and also allow for better monitoring of children by parents sitting in the Gazebo.  This is a Tot Lot, meaning that it is recommended for children between the ages of 2-5 only.
· Soccer Field #2 at York Township Park is recovering well after being seeded.  It is still undecided as to whether or not the field will be available for spring activities.

· The infields at York Township Baseball Field #3 and Snyder Park will be extended so that they meet the standards for play.  Currently, the outfield grass is too close to the baselines.

· Jeff Wagner in Maintenance will begin work on rebuilding the Snyder Park Pavilion in the next few weeks.

· Plans are also being made for Jeff Wagner to lay the foundation for the Tyler Run Pavilion before the end of the year.

· Renovations for Fitz Park will be moved to 2006 due to the Sharon Avenue extension not being completed at this time by developers.
· Several dogwoods that are currently in front of the new Township Office are being relocated to Township Park near the stream and in the shade.  They are being moved due to landscaping being done at the Office and also because they will fare better in a shaded environment.
