MARCH 2006 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION AND PARKS REPORT

Programs
· Summer Sports Camps have been arranged and information is now being prepared for the Summer Newsletter as well as school distributions.  Camps are planned for soccer, cheerleading, basketball and golf.

· We are off to a great start with Girls Softball.  We have 147 girls and 12 teams.  We have one 16U team, one 18U team and 10 minor teams.

· The Easter Egg Hunt will be Saturday, April 8 at 1 p.m. at York Township Park.  The Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts are interested in helping this year and there will be at least 5 from each volunteering.  Candy will be picked up from Fitzkee’s on Thursday, April 6 and packed on Friday, April 7.

· Our upcoming Bus Trips for the York Township Recreation Travelers Club include one to Atlantic City on Saturday, April 29, which still has some openings available.  We also have a trip on Sunday, May 7 to the Strawberry Festival at Peddler’s Village in Bucks County that has spots available.  New trips that have been planned include a York Township Night at the Cal Ripken Stadium in Maryland to see the Aberdeen Ironbirds play against the Staten Island Yankees in July and a trip to see the qualifying matches for the U.S. Open Tennis Tournament in August.
· A Little Miss Tea Party will be held on Saturday, April 29.  There are 8 young ladies between the ages of 5-8 who are anxiously awaiting this event.

· On Saturday, March 25, we held a local competition for the national Pitch, Hit and Run event for boys and girls between the ages of 7-14.  Winners were established for All-Around, Pitching, Hitting and Running in each age division.  Our winners who will be advancing to the Sectional event at the Harrisburg Senators’ Commerce Bank Park were:

· Age 7-8—Eric Morrison (All-Around, Running, Hitting), Brenden Kennedy (Pitching, Hitting, Running), and Madison Reed and CJ Pearson (Hitting)
· Age 9-10—Tanner Forry (All-Around, Pitching, Hitting, Running), and Khalil Hunter (Pitching)

· Age 11-12—Mark Burnside (All-Around, Pitching) and Bradley Church (Hitting, Running)

· Age 13-14—Eric Thomas (All-Around, Hitting, Running), and Gino Nueslein (Pitching)

· We have some great Summer Concerts scheduled for Dallastown Lion’s Park!  These concerts are held on the last Sunday night in May, June, July and August.  On May 28, we will hear the Emigsville Band; on June 25, the Dave Wilson Jazz Quartet will perform; on July 30, the Cashers Flat Bluegrass Band will keep everyone’s toes tapping; and on August 27, acappella doo-wop band Pastime will end our summer concert series.

· The Fitness Classes are doing well.  The next session of Senior Strides has doubled in size—11 seniors are registered.  This is the largest class we’ve ever had! The Mat Pilates class has 9 people who have stayed with this program for the past 3 sessions. We would normally not offer this class during the summer, but it has been requested that we continue it. The Monday and Wednesday Step, Sculpt & Tone Class has been canceled due to low registration, but the Tuesday and Thursday Interval Step Class has increased because of that cancellation.
· Other classes that will be offered in April include the Spring Art Class, which began March 28 with 8 children registered; the Boat Safety Class on April 1 with 24 people registered; and the American Red Cross Babysitter’s Class on April 8 with 12 children registered.  The AARP Driving Class was cancelled due to low registration, but will be offered again in August.
· Programs that finished in March include the Thursday Night Adult Winter Volleyball League; the Ballerina Bells program (which will return in the fall); and the Adult Pickup Basketball program on Sunday, Tuesday and Wednesday nights.
· We have received 5 responses to our Partners in Parks program and are happy to have them working with us to provide several programs to the community.  The businesses are Commerce Bank, Community Bank, Figures Fitness Spa, Quality DOT and Hogg Construction.

EAC Update

· Debra did not attend the March EAC meeting due to attending the PRPS State Conference.  EAC minutes were not available at the time of this report.
Park Repairs/Projects

· Work on the pavilion at Snyder Park is completed.  Other projects have been identified at Snyder Park and will be completed as time allows.  The base for the Tyler Run Park pavilion has been poured and construction will continue at the end of the soccer season in June.
· The batting cage net has been put up at York Township Park.

· Work is continuing on the development of a Greenway Ordinance.  Debra has coordinated and attended several meetings regarding this:  March 7—met with representatives of York County Planning Commission regarding the status of the county-wide greenway network; also met that night with Mary Kline and members of the Environmental Advisory Council and the Recreation Commission to receive input; March 17—toured possible greenway corridors with Mary Kline; March 2—met with Mary, Bess Simons and township staff Lisa Frye and Elizabeth Heathcoate to discuss the interaction of a Greenway Ordinance with the existing Traditional Neighborhood Development ordinance.
· The department has received a letter from DCNR noting that we need to state our intent regarding the Stump Property by May 10, 2006.

· A new bench will be placed in York Township Park between April 4-13, pending approval from utilities with underground lines nearby.
· Water service has been turned on at Snyder Park, Fitz Park and Heritage Hills Park.
