Programs

· Summer Playground Camp—We are down to the final weeks of camp and Monica and I feel that this has been a great season! The counselors have been very helpful and have entertained the children with various fun activities, such as Fear Factor, a car wash, Halloween Day, a pancake and pajama day, winter in July and a Mexican Fiesta.  The children and the counselors have enjoyed the fieldtrips to the Whitaker Center, Lake Codorus Pool, Ice Skating and the movies. We’ve also had some interesting special guests on Wednesdays.
