DECEMBER 2005 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION AND PARKS REPORT

Programs
· There are lots of fun and interesting programs the Recreation Department has planned for 2006. Our Youth Indoor Soccer Program had an overwhelming response, which led to a waiting list. There are 26 children in the 1st&2nd grade session and 22 children in the 3rd –5th grade session.

· Also during January, we are offering an Art Class for children in 1st – 3rd grade. This class has 8 children participating and several are returning from the previous session.

· Other programs that have been successful in the past and the residents have relied on the Recreation Department to offer are American Red Cross Babysitter’s Training Class, AARP Driver Safety Class, Senior Writing Class, Boating Safety Course and Beginner’s Woodcarving Class. These classes have been very successful year after year and the residents have inquired as to when we will offer them again.

· For the younger children, we will offer a Little Miss Tea Party and the Ballerina Bells program.

· The Girls Softball League will have signups in February and there will be a possibility of an Over 35 Women’s Recreation Soccer Program if there is enough interest.

· The Recreation Department realizes there are several days the children of the community will have off from school and parents may need a place for them to go or want them to have some type of activity to do. On the following days, January 16, February 17, and March 17, the Recreation Department plans to have No School Fun Days. Children, ages 5-10 yrs. old will come to the Park Building and enjoy a day of crafts, games, activities and field trips.

· The York County Senior Games have asked if York Township would like to run the Bocce Games again for 2006 and we will. Because of the great interest in Bocce, we will offer a Spring League and Summer Bocce League. 

· There are a few different Bus Trips planned for 2006 as well as our highly traveled New York City trips. This year we are planning a trip to Atlantic City, the Strawberry Festival at Peddler’s Village and an overnight trip to New York City. There are plans for some sporting events which are still being considered.
· The Indoor Volleyball Leagues and the Pickup Basketball and Volleyball Nights are continuing to do well.
