APRIL 2006 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION REPORT

Programs
· Information for Summer Sports Camps has has been sent out to the elementary schools and is on the UK Soccer website. We’ve received several registrations as of this time and expect more once parents receive the fliers from school.
· Registrations for Summer Playground Program are starting to increase.  York Township Park has (20) children registered, Snyder Park has (7), Lion’s Park has (4) and Heritage Hills has (1). As of this writing, there have not been any registrations for Fitz Park.  Although there is few registered at this time, there have been many inquiries about camp. Since the deadline for open registration is June 1, Monica thinks we will see an increase in registrations.  

· Plaster Sculpture Art Class starts on May 2 and there are 5 children signed up for it.
· The Boat Safety Class was held on April 1 with 22 attending.  It will be offered again in June.  The Babysitter’s Training Class was held on April 12 with 12 attending.  It will be offered again in August.

· The uniforms for Girls’ Softball will arrive on Friday, May 5 and will be distributed on May 12-13.  Teams have scheduled their home/away games and are ready to play!

· The Easter Egg Hunt was still held on April 8, even though it was a very wet day!  We had around 30 children  and parents come to York Township Park’s Pavilion #2 to select eggs and candy, and to visit with the Easter Bunny. This was a rain or shine event, but the Bunny and helper Intern Zach made an appearance the following Saturday, April 15th from 9:30am-12:30pm and distributed eggs and candy to ALL who were using the park. This was a very happy and unexpected surprise for everyone making the day most enjoyable.

· Bus Trips—Due to low registration, the trip to Atlantic City was cancelled.  The trip to the Strawberry Festival at Peddler’s Village on May 7 has 25 people looking forward to a day of crafts, strawberries and fun!
· The Little Miss Tea Party was held on April 29, with 8 girls between the ages of 5-8 who enjoyed a fun afternoon of tea, finger sandwiches and muffins. The children also learned about Tea Etiquette, played games and had Miss Spider’s Tea Party story read to them.  

· Splash Aerobics have been added to our Fitness Classes this summer!  We will offer a water aerobic class on Tuesday and Thursday nights from 7:30pm-8:30pm held at the Dallastown Middle School Pool from May 30-June 29.  We have 4 people registered for this class and the residents haven’t even received the newsletter!

Park Repairs/Projects

· Fitz Park—The extension for Sharon Avenue through Fitz Park is currently underway.  The property subdivider has been contacted regarding having curb cuts put in during construction and also to get approval to begin the development of the property adjacent to the park that is to be given to the Township.
· York Township Park—The clay has been ordered and will be delivered on May 2 for the building of bullpen mounds at McWilliams Field.  The mounds will be built by the York Township Baseball Club.  An Eagle Scout project is being done on the Gazebo.  The scouts are sanding and sealing the Gazebo.
· Parking Project—The department is discussing the different options available for additional parking at several of the parks with the Public Works department to determine what can be done in-house and what services will need to be contracted.  Also, different post options are being looked at to place in areas that need to be blocked off to prevent people from parking in non-designated areas.
· Park Signs—The department will be placing various new signs (No Parking or Idling, Slow—Children at Play, Park Rules and Regulations, etc.) in the parks.

· Markey Park—The Recreation Department will meet with the Township Manager, Public Works and the Engineering Department to prepare the Land Development Plan for this property.
