OCTOBER 2006 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION REPORT

Programs
· The past month has been exciting as well as very busy with programs. The Indoor Pee-Wee Soccer Program ends November 4 and we’ve already begun registering children for the winter program which starts February 3 – March 3 and there are 15 children. There are 8 children registered for the 1st – 2nd grade Youth Soccer Program and 1 child for the 3rd – 5th grade Youth Soccer Program.
· Our New York City trip on Saturday, October 21 went very well. We had 36 people on a 47 passenger charter and the weather was gorgeous. Even though we did not have a full bus, Monica was pleased we had quite a few new faces on this trip. The next two trips to New York City are 56 passenger charters and both trips are full.

· On October 23 and 25, we offered the AARP Safe Driver’s Class and there were 11 people who participated in the class. We are currently offering this class 3 times a year and the response has been very good.

· On Friday, October 27, York Township staff and volunteers entertained over 200 children and at least 200 adults at the Community Halloween Carnival. This fun event was held at the Ore Valley Elementary School, giving us plenty of room for everyone to enjoy games, crafts, lots of candy and refreshments. We had a visit from McGruff The Crime Dog and a special performance by David Rojahn the Magician. I would like to especially thank Recreation Commission members Dean & Pam Krout, Dan Shelly and Jim O’Neill for helping with this event. Their assistance was a vital part of this event’s success. 

· Session I for Fitness Classes are ending and those who have attended will be signing up for Session II. The seniors are even talking about the possibility of adding a Stretch Class for them. 

· Art For The Little Ones had 4 children ages 3-5 years old and the parents and children expressed how much they enjoyed the class. Even though Monica has not scheduled to offer this class again, the parents have asked when it might be offered.
· The Girl’s Fall Softball Team had a great season! Coach Chris Collins really worked with the girls and they won all but 1 game. These girls really enjoyed playing for Coach Chris and they enjoyed playing the game.

· Winter Adult Volleyball Leagues—We have had to cancel the Thursday Night Competitive League due to lack of teams.  Those that were registered in that league have been moved to the Sunday Night Semi-Competitive League, for a total of 13 teams.  The Tuesday Night Recreation League still has 6 teams.  Play begins in November.
· The York Township Recreation Annual Golf Classic was held on October 19 at Heritage Hills Golf Course with 8 teams participating.  We had great weather and the event generated over $1400 to assist with the department’s programs.
