SEPTEMBER 2006 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION REPORT

Programs
· Fitness Classes—The Newsletter has been received and the residents are responding. It’s great to see the Seniors of the community respond to the Senior Strides class.  There were 12 seniors attending the class and it was like a great big party!  They enjoyed the class and you can certainly see they enjoyed being with each other. We have a Women’s Weight Training class on Wednesdays and several of the people from the Monday Pilates class registered for that class as well.  The Interval Step Class has several new people and several from previous sessions.  This session’s class size is smaller (we have the minimum 5 people) due to medical reasons/traveling. 

· Indoor Pee-Wee/Youth Soccer—The Pee Wee program is very popular and exceeds the maximum registration. We have a waiting list for the 3-4 year-olds and have 15 children signed up for the 5 year-old program.  We also have children registered for the winter Pee-Wee session that begins in February.  The Youth Soccer session begins in January and we have 5 registered for it right now.

· Art Programs—Our Adult Art program did not receive a good response so we had to cancel it. The children’s Art Class had a better response and there are 6 children ages 3-5 years old participating. The Art & Crafts with Live Critters has 4 children registered and all have expressed how excited they are for this class to begin.

· York County Feral Cat Seminar—On Wednesday, September 27, the York County Feral Cat Coalition offered a seminar on Trap, Neuter and Return. There were 10 who attended this seminar and Monica found it to be very informative. The information provided helped answer questions as to how to trap, where to take the cats and how to keep them from being a nuisance to neighbors.

· Trips—Our October 21 trip to New York City has 8 seats available out of 47 and the November 11 Radio City Christmas Show /shopping had such a good response we changed the size of the bus from a 47 passenger to a 56 passenger and all 30 tickets to the show have been sold as well as the remaining 26 seats for shopping. The December 9 trip is a 56 passenger bus and we have 19 seats available.

· Boating Skills and Seamanship Course—The Coast Guard Auxiliary was very pleased with the response of 9 people for this class and have expressed their gratitude for the use of the Park Building.

· AARP Driver Safety Class—We are accepting registrations for this class until October 20 and we currently have 6 people registered.
· NFL/Pepsi Punt, Pass and Kick—The Recreation Department held a local Punt, Pass and Kick competition on Saturday, September 16 at York Township Park.  The winners were Jacob Bradfield—8-9 year olds, Damian Hess—10-11 year olds, and Nathan Reed—12-13 year olds.  The winners will compete in the Sectional competition that will be held on Saturday, October 7 in Harrisburg.
· Winter Adult Volleyball Leagues—The department offered its 3 leagues again and all 3 have made again this year.  There are 6 teams in the Tuesday Recreation League, 4 in the Thursday Competitive League and 12 in the Sunday Semi-Competitive League.  Play will begin in early November.
· Park Building Incident—Shirley Forry, one of our regular Bridge Club players, suffered a mini-stroke while at the Park Building on September 26.  Fellow card players responded quickly to alert medical personnel.  When Monica and Debra arrived on the scene, the police and ambulance were already there.  Mrs. Forry was taken to York Hospital and is doing well according to recent reports.
