Programs
· Summer Sports Camps – Our August sports camps had a great response. We had 19 children for the UK Recreation Soccer, 7 children for the Goal Keeper, 8 children for the Nipper and 9 children for the Golf Basics. We had to cancel the boy’s basketball camp due to low registration.                  

· Summer Playground Camp- The last weeks of camp were spent learning how to make a worm compost presented by the York Waste Authority, having a splashing good time at Eagles Thrills & Spills Water Park, feasting on hot dogs & hamburgers at the All Parks Day Super Bowl Party and saying goodbye to all the counselors, new friends and old friends. Surveys were sent to parents and are now being received. The majority of those received expressed they would like to see the hours extended to full days everyday. Many expressed how pleased they were with the types of field trips we provided. Several expressed having better supervision during All Parks Days. Since this was our first year having All Parks Days each week, we will be able to address this better for next year.   

· Girls’ Softball- York Township has a 12U Girl’s Fall Softball Team!!  We had 25 girls register for Fall Ball, but only enough to have a 12U team. There were 8 for the 10U, 12 for 12U and 5 for 14U. Chris Collins is the coach of our 12U team and their first game will be Saturday, September 10 in Windsor. If you would like to see a home game they will be playing Saturday, September 16 at 2pm on Lion’s #1 field.

· Trips- Upcoming trips to New York City will be Saturday, October 21 and December 9 for shopping and Saturday, November 11 for the Radio City Christmas show or shopping. The price for the shopping trip is $50 and $100 for the Christmas show. 

· Summer Concert – Have you ever gotten goose bumps listening to someone sing?? The acappella group “Pastimes” performed on Sunday, Aug. 27th for a final summer concert and Monica did. They were such a good act. Their voices were wonderful, their personalities were entertaining and she would definitely like to have them perform again next year. We had close to 50 people at the concert and there were a few people who had seen this band perform before. Monica feels this year’s variety of performers was a success and would definitely suggest continuing to offer these diverse performances.

· Fall Programs- A variety of programs for Art, Sports, Finances, Fitness Classes, Community Events and Senior programs will be offered.

· York Township Lion’s Club Yard Sale—We had a great day for the yard sale and the park was full with vendors and shoppers.  We ended up registration for 87 spots.

· York Township Youth Council—The Youth Council is getting back into the swing of things and has planned 3 activities for this fall—a Music and Movie Night in September, a bus trip to Field of Screams in Lancaster in October, and a Lock-In in November.  These activities are open to youth currently in grades 7-12 in the Dallastown Area School District or residing in York Township.  The Music and Movie Night and the Lock-In are free (pre-registration is required for the Lock-In) and there is a fee ($35) for the bus trip, for which we can take 40 youths.
