MARCH 2007 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION REPORT

Programs
· On Saturday, March 31, we had our annual Youth Easter Egg Hunt. This year we had a raindate, but did not need it because the weather was perfect! There were 450 children ages 10 and under in attendance and there had to been at least 1 parent for each child and even a grandparent or two, so we had almost 1,000 people in the park for the event.  Everything went very well and we are already discussing plans for next year’s event.

· The York Township Girls Softball League is ready to play ball!! We will have 9 teams this year consisting of 1 in 7U, 3 in 10U, 3 in 12U, 1 in 14U, and 1 in 16U. There will be one 12U competitive team and two 12U recreation teams. The teams will be using all York Township fields and one of Lion’s Park fields. We have a total of 120 girls playing this year and are able to take a few more players for the 16U team. Teams will practice throughout April and May and games will begin the first week of June through the end of July.

· Summer Playground registrations are currently being accepted. We have received 36 registrations this month and expect more to come. There will be several evenings in April & May for people to come out and register.

· The AARP Safe Driver Class was very well attended. There were 26 who attended the class on March 12 and March 14.

· On Saturday, March 3, there were 6 children ages 3-5 years old, who were delighted to start the 5-week Art For The Little Ones program. 

· The Senior Writing Class began a spring session on March 20 and has 9 participants. In the past we only offered a winter session for this class, but because it has become so popular, we offered a spring session as well.

· The department had a luncheon on Friday, March 30 to recognize our 2006 Partners in Parks sponsors.  We also presented opportunities for sponsorships in 2007 for the Partners in Parks program and the June Jamboree.
