MINUTES & BUDGET REPORT
Approved as printed.  Debra stated that she was pleased with the $124,000 income.

STAFF REPORTS

1. The department’s November 2007 report was distributed.
2. Debra reported that Monica has submitted two applications for Programming Awards to PRPS.

3. Debra is still interviewing for the Administrative Assistant position.  She would like to make her decision by the end of the year.

OLD BUSINESS

Stump Park – The Board of Commissioners did agree to a contract extension with some conditions.  A letter from DCNR indicated that this will not affect the grant money.  
We do have approximately $26,000 in Recreation fees that we would have to spend or we could lose.  Debra suggested some possible items: soccer equipment, kitchen equipment for the park building.  The Board approved the purchase of these items.
Markey Park – The Land Development Plan was approved at the November Planning Commission Meeting.  It will go back to the Board of Commissioners next week.
Park Building Renovations – The Board approved the proposed contract from Slonaker-McCall, pending solicitor approval.
Sports Partnerships Policy – Debra reviewed the Policy with the Recreation Board Members. Dean suggested we approve with changes from the Solicitor.  The Policy being adopted on December 6, 2007, would be implemented by fall 2008.  Debra felt that it would be appropriate to grandfather approved groups into this.  The schedule of fees would start in the fall, but would be introduced to everyone prior to that.  There were some changes made by the Board on some of the fees:

Trolley Line Update – No new decisions have been made at this time.
Heritage Hills Playground – With the proposed TND, there could be a road going through the existing Heritage Hills Park.  The basketball court would be eliminated if this happened.  Debra shared some proposed plans of the possible changes and additions (see plans).  The Board felt that this could be a possibility, but would need to see further plans to make a decision.  The developers can consider this option, but the Recreation Board retains the right of refusal.  The developers will only present this to other boards if they decide to go this route. 
Ma & Pa Community Greenway – The MPCG Committee received a grant from DCNR in the amount of $40,000.  This is about half of the project cost.  The remainder is to be met with funds from the participating municipalities.
NEW BUSINESS

Debra reported that there was some vandalism in the park in the men’s bathroom.  A vent was kicked in on the door going into the hallway. The exterior doors to the bathrooms will be locked now at 6 p.m. for the winter season.
