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Administrative Items

· Relayed extension agreement presented by the Board of Commissioners to the owners of the Stump property.  Gave a deadline of December 3 for owners to accept conditions of extension or keep original contract.
· Attended York Township Planning Commission meeting on November 20 for action on Markey Park land development plan.  Plan approved.
· Had Stump property subdivision presented at the November Board of Commissioners’ meeting on November 13.  Subdivision approved.
· Attended York County Planning Commission’s presentation on November 29 on the development of it’s program, Community Connections, for the newly established Greater York East Region, of which York Township is included.

· Began interview process for open Administrative Assistant position.  Interviewed 3 candidates in November.  A decision will be made at the end of the year.

· Hosted Pennsylvania Recreation and Park Society District 2 Executive Committee meeting on November 29.
· Registered Park Foreman for the National Playground Safety Institute, which will be in January.
Programs

· American Red Cross Babysitter Class--On Saturday, November 3, there were 9 children learning how to care for younger children and provide a safe environment while having fun.
· Diego’s Safari Adventure Party—On Saturday, November 10, children ages 4-6 years old attended an afternoon of make believe and lots of fun!  There were seven children searching for clues, making spotting scopes, animal masks and safari drums while imagining what it would be like on a safari adventure.
· Indoor Pee Wee Soccer—The Fall session of Pee-Wee Soccer ended November 10 and it was a great time!  We had 22 children ages 3-4 years old in the first class and 22 children age 5 year in the second class.  The children enjoyed learning the basics of soccer and were surprised when they found out there would not be another session until January. The department is currently taking registrations for the January session and there are 15 children in the 3-4 year old group and 14 children in the 5 year old group registered at this time.
· New York City Bus Trip—On Saturday, November 17, the department had 2 buses and 91 people travel to New York City.  Sixty-six people enjoyed the 75th Anniversary Rocketts’ Christmas Show, while the rest of the group enjoyed the pre-holiday excitement in the “Big Apple”.

· Fitness Classes—The winter session for fitness classes began this month and people must be concerned about getting in shape for the holidays. All the classes offered have met the minimum requirement for participants.

· Pickup Basketball and Volleyball Programs—These programs started the first week in November to help adults stay active in the winter months.  Pickup Basketball is held on Tuesday and Wednesday nights from 8-10 at Dallastown Middle School and Pickup Volleyball is held on Monday nights from 8-10 at Ore Valley Elementary School.  These programs are held weekly except when the school has closed the facility or is using it for a school function.

· Adult Volleyball Leagues—Play began the first week in November.  We have 6 teams playing in the Recreation League at Ore Valley Elementary School Gym on Tuesday nights.  In the Competitive League, we have 5 teams in Division A and 4 teams in Division B playing at the Dallastown High School Gym on Sunday nights.
