JANUARY 2007 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION REPORT

Programs
· On January 9, the 2007 Spring Newsletter was delivered to the Post Offices and the phones began to ring two days later! 

· The Youth Indoor Soccer program for 1st & 2nd graders has 11 children anxious to participate every Saturday at Ore Valley Elementary Gym from January 20-February 24.  The 3rd-5th grade program at 10:30 a.m. did not have enough children registered, so another Pee-Wee program was added.

· The Indoor Pee-Wee Soccer program for 3 & 4 year olds has 21 children waking up for an early 8:00 a.m. class!  This program was scheduled for one time slot, but because we had 14 children on a waiting list, we were able to offer another class at 10:30 a.m. 

· The Senior Writing Class continues to be a popular program.  There are 10 participants.  Some are new faces to the group, but most are returning from the previous sessions.

· A Weight & FitBall class has been added to the Fitness Class schedule and has received a good response.  This class meets every Wednesday and there are 5 participants.  

· On January 30, the department offered another Boating & Seamanship course through the USCG Auxiliary Flotilla 14-02.  Registration for this class began slowly with only 3 enrolled.  Since the class was not meeting its minimum, it was possible it might be cancelled.  The last week for registration brought in 9 more people and now the class has a total of 12.

· The Beginner Woodcarver class was held on Saturday, January 27 with 4 people participating.  This is a good opportunity for those who participate to learn about wood carving as well as the Wood Carver’s club.

Park Repairs/Projects

· A big project in 2007 will be the creation of a Playground Safety and Maintenance Program.  Debra attended a workshop on playground safety on January 24-26 and will take the information presented there and develop a program that can be realistically achieved based on manpower and financial resources.
· The Parks Maintenance Staff is completing the installation of the new playground by Pavilion #1.

· During the week of January 15-19, all activities in the Park Building were moved to the Township Building so that the building could be painted and the floors could be cleaned.  It looks great!

· A floor cleaning schedule has been set up to keep the floor in the Park Building in its best condition.  At this time, there will be a cleaning on the first Monday of every month.  For April, July, and October, a deeper scrub will be done.  We will monitor the results to see if the schedule needs to be adjusted.
· On Saturday, January 9, a site walk was held regarding the Farm Lane extension.  Discussions were held regarding the road and how it may cross the proposed trail along the former Trolley Line.  The Board of Commissioners is looking at the options for some type of a bridge crossing.  Debra stated her support for this type of crossing.

· Debra commented on 3 plans that had been received by the Township for staff review.  It was determined that these projects did not affect any recreation interests.
