OLD BUSINESS

· 2008 Grant Cycle – Debra said that they will be targeting conservation, greenway type projects.   There will be less time to complete projects (three years max).  Debra said she may submit an application for the Trolley Line project.
· Greenway Update – Ma & Pa – Debra met with the grant advisor and other municipal representatives.  We need to get all municipalities involved to sign a memo of understanding regarding financial support for the project.   We can also request 50% of the grant amount from DCNR to get start-up money.  Once the scope of services is approved by DCNR, the committee will send out solicitations for RFPs for the study.  It will take about a year to complete a study.   

· Stump Park Land Development Plan – Debra sent out three requests for proposals and received two. (JMT and YSM)  Debra distributed and reviewed proposal packets from these two companies.  Debra pointed out that YSM had the higher cost.  Debra suggested that we interview the representatives from each company on Monday and give a recommendation to the Board of Commissioners on Tuesday.  

NEW BUSINESS
· Debra said the playground at Heritage Hills Park is completed.  She shared some photos of the new equipment.

· Ron Kirkwood informed the Board that he has purchased a home in Manchester Township.  He will be moving very soon, so his position on the Board will be vacant.
