Administrative Items

· Director attended PRPS District 2 Executive Committee Meeting on January 17.
· Director and Program Director concluded search for Administrative Assistant.  Tina Innerst began on January 28.
· Met with 2 local companies regarding proposal submissions for a land development plan for Stump Park.

· Continued consultations with architect regarding Park Building renovations.

· Met with Public Works regarding 2008 projects.

· Held meeting for Ma & Pa Steering Committee to meet with DCNR Project Manager for the Feasibility Study.

· Reviewed and commented on 2 plans submitted to Engineering Department.
Programs

· Happy New Year 2008! The year has started off with a great response from the community. The newsletter is being read and people are registering for programs.  The website is being viewed as well as used for registration forms and other information. 

· FITNESS CLASSES- New sessions for classes such as Interval Step and Mat Pilates began January 14th.  The Senior Strides Interval Training class will begin in February. The Interval Step class has seven participants. This number is less than previous sessions because several of the participants decided to take the Mat Pilates class.  The Monday, Mat Pilates class has nine participants four more than previous classes. The FitBall class had only two people interested in registering which was not enough to have the class.

· WRITING GROUP WORKSHOP- On Tuesday, Jan. 15th the Writing Group Workshop began. This class continues to keep the interest of the community. There were eleven registered and three were new to the group. This class began several years ago as one session during the Spring and Fall and has now grown to two sessions each season.

· INDOOR SOCCER- The department received a fantastic response to this program once again.  There are three classes being taught at Ore Valley Elementary School’s gym. There are twenty-four children participating in the three and four year old group, twenty in the five year old group and twenty-two children in the first through third grade group.  This remains to be a very popular program and the community looks forward to when it is offered.

· BOATING SKILLS AND SEAMANSHIP COURSE- offering this class in January seems to be the perfect time. The registrations are greater at this time than they are when the course is offered in the Fall. There are twenty-seven people registered for this class of whom twelve are residents of York Township and fifteen are non-residents.

· WATER BABIES- The newest program the department has added is the Water Babies class.  The department has made arrangements with Country Meadows at Leaders Heights Aquatic and Fitness Center to use their swimming pool. At this time the pool is being used on Saturdays for one hour.  There were six registered for this class and moms and babies are enjoying their time in the water.  

· CREATIVE PLAY- Due to low registration the Blues Clues class was cancelled. This could be because this character is not as popular as it had been.  The department is offering another class in March called, “Let’s pretend with the Backyardigans” and that class has five children registered.
