STAFF REPORTS

1. The department’s December 2007 report was distributed.
2. Debra shared some conceptual plans for the Blessing property (Chapel Church development) to obtain input from the Board regarding accepting land or a fee-in-lieu of land.  The land for the number of houses being built would be approximately four acres.  The Board decided to accept the fee in lieu of the land.
3. EAC – There was no quorum at the last meeting.  The chair of the EAC will be doing a presentation for the Board of Commissioners to update them and to receive direction for the future of the EAC.  

4. Mill Creek – This project still needs to be completed.  Debra will continue to work with the EAC and see if Recreation or Public Works needs to step in to complete the project.
OLD BUSINESS

1. The Township did settle on the Stump property (about 24 acres) at the end of 2007.  Debra shared some plans with some proposed field options.  We will hire a consultant to work on this.  Debra asked the Board their input on the type of fields.  It was felt that multi-purpose fields would get the most use.  There is parking for approximately 200.  Also needed would be a maintenance shed, picnic area with tables, playground equipment, concession stand, and a trail.  The Board would like to proceed with JMT for the land development plan.  Debra will get a quote from JMT and bring back to the Board in February for approval.
2. The grant deadline is soon approaching.  Debra will come up with some possible projects.  We will discuss at the February meeting.

3. Park Building Renovation Project – The architect has prepared a more detailed design.  Debra will take to the Board meeting on Monday night.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Dan Shelly brought up the idea of a summer basketball league at the park.  Dan felt there may be some interest in this.  Debra thought this may be feasible and stated that someone would need to be the coordinator for the league.
