PRESENTATIONS

Debra received a letter from the Dallastown Lion’s Club regarding the donation given for the use of the Lion’s Club park.  She spoke to Mr. Shue and his request is for one of two things: more money or assistance with mowing of the fields.  After discussion, it was decided that Debra will first ask them if they would accept $1,000 in addition to the $2,000 they are already receiving if Public Works could not do the mowing.  Debra will also discuss with them other options for park upkeep.
STAFF REPORTS

· The department’s February 2008 report was discussed.
OLD BUSINESS

· EAC – The Chair and Vice Chair of this Committee did a presentation at the February Board of Commissioners Meeting.  They are going to try to get Mill Creek completed this year.  EAC would like to develop a Critical Environmental Area Ordinance which would target wetlands, ponds, and streams.  They will meet with the Board of Commissioners to get approval to go in this direction.

· Sports Partnership Policy – At the meeting on February 28, Debra informed every one of the policy and the implementation.  They were not too concerned about this, but did have some concerns regarding the fees.  Some thought it would be better to have a per player fee.  Dean suggested we proceed with the fee schedule that was set up for the first year.  All agreed to continue with the original policy at this time.
NEW BUSINESS
· York Youth Soccer approached Debra about the Township taking over the program.  She told them that the Recreation Commission was not interested in taking over the program at this time.
· Fitz Park Playground – Mike Attig, CPSI did an audit of the playground.  There were numerous concerns.  Mike’s recommendation is to pull the playground equipment and replace as soon as the budget would allow.  The Board felt that we should follow through with this based on his recommendations.
· Ron Kirkwood’s Resignation – Ron’s resignation was acknowledged by the Board.  We will need to fill this spot on the Board.  Rich Achtzehn will be leaving the Board in May.  Dan said he knows someone who may be interested.  Rich is the School Board designee.  It was questioned whether it would make sense to get someone who is in some way associated with the school.  Mike said if we do get someone from the school, then it would make sense to get someone from the Athletic Department.  Typically, we would recommend the person and it would then be approved by the School Board.

· Recognition for Ron and Rich – We will plan this for an upcoming meeting.  
· 2008 DCNR Grant – Trolley Line - There may be a possible easement for the trail in the amount of one dollar.  There would be no need to look to DCNR for a grant based on this information.

· PRPS Conference – Debra and Monica will attend the Conference next week.  Debra will talk to DCNR Representatives to see if we can move money from one project to another. (Markey to Stump)
