Administrative Items

· Director met with Public Works to discuss 2008 Recreation projects on February 1.
· Director met with architect regarding Park Building renovations on February 4.

· Director attended the 2008 DCNR Grant Workshop on February 5.

· Program Director held Softball Registration on February 9.

· Recreation Board and Director interviewed consultants for Stump Land Development plan on February 11.

· Director attended PRPS District 2 Executive Committee meeting on February 14.

· Director and Parks Foreman held Spring/Summer Field Allocation Meeting on February 28.

· Parks Foreman received notice of passing the Certified Playground Safety Inspector test.
· Parks Foreman attended the Keystone Athletic Field Managers Organization conference.

Programs

· GIRL’S SOFTBALL LEAGUE - On Saturday, February 9, sign ups for the Girl’s Softball League were held from 9 a.m.-1 p.m. at the Township Building.  There were seventy-nine registrations received during that time.  Registrations will be accepted until March 14. As of this time, there are enough registrations for six teams. There could be a possible 7U and 16U team if more registrations are received in those age groups.

· WATER BABIES - Programs continue to stay strong with participation. The weather caused a delay in the start of the second session of the Water Babies class, but also allowed for a few more registrations. There are thirteen children registered for Session 2 and several people have asked if there will be swim lessons for older children. The instructor is very interested in doing more classes when they are scheduled.  

· COUNTRY LINE DANCE CLASSES – This first time program is held on Wednesday afternoons at the Park Building and there are 9 nine people very interested in learning the “Boot Scootin Boogie”, “Electric Slide”, “Achy Breaky Heart”, and “Cowboy Boogie” line dances. Everyone is having fun learning the dances and mentioned they would be interested in continuing if another session was offered.

· SHUFFLEBOARD – This is another program being offered for the first time for the department. The participants from the Bocce league mentioned they would be very interested in playing shuffleboard if it were offered during the winter. The department now has two shuffleboard mats, eight sticks and sixteen discs and a Wednesday night Shuffleboard League.  There are seven people playing shuffleboard in the lower level training room of the Municipal Building. 

· FITNESS CLASSES- Session 2 for fitness classes has begun and there are six people in the Interval Step class and six people in the Mat Pilates class.  The Senior Strides Interval Training class has eleven people registered, of which three are new to the program. The FitBall class did not have enough interest to have the class.
