Department of Public Works Monthly Report for January 2006 


All information contained in this report is for information only.  The contents reflect a sampling of activities for the month of January 2006.  

1. MUNICIPAL COMPLEX STORMWATER BASIN:   Rough grading, spread straw to stabilize until final restoration work can be completed in the spring.

2. FALL LEAF COLLECTION:  In early January we made an entire trip around the Township collecting remaining leaves that were set out but not picked up due to the winter weather in December.  Totals for 2005 are:  446 truck loads;
8064 cubic yards.  Totals for 2004 totals were 423 & 7567

3. TYLER RUN – INTERCEPTOR G SEWER PROJECT:  Substantially complete as of January 16, 2006.  Final punch list developed with anticipated completion in the spring.  York Township personnel will undertake the final inspection duties.

4. WINTER MAINTENANCE:  None to report.  

5. MISCELLANEOUS:  Monthly brush chipping on the 7th. Routine fleet maintenance, sign maintenance/replacement, pothole patching, guide rail repair on Spartan Rd.,  Tyler Run Park pavilion.

6. SANITARY SEWER:
  Routine pump station maintenance, PA One calls current, assisting Dallastown -  Yoe water authority with misc. system maintenance, cleaned all pump station wet wells, assisted Dallastown and Yoe with minor sewer maintenance issues, repaired the #2 pump at the  Spangler Meadows pump station, flushing and televising in the Honey Valley pump station drainage area (seven repairs identified and scheduled).
