1) refuse Contract  - The current contract expires June 30, 2006.  The contract specifications have been prepared along with a new ordinance for your consideration.  With your approval we will advertise these documents for bids due at the May meeting.  Refer to the Solicitor report for additional information.

2) Finance Director Update – The position was offered to Fred Krause.  He will begin on April 18, 2006.

3) Meeting Room sound system update – The sound proofing material board for the walls has been ordered.  Once its installed we will be able to adjust the audio settings to further improve the acoustics.  Will take this once step at a time until we find the proper balance.

4) Audit status – The financial statement has been completed and has been submitted to DCED.  The final bound version will be printed and distributed upon completion of the Management, Discussion and Analysis report which is currently being worked on.

5) EMA – Plans are underway to convert the training room table storage area into the requested radio room for the EMA staff.   

6) Burn Ban – The County of York has enacted a burn ban effective Friday April 7, 2006 until further notice.  The public is encouraged to report open burning and or fires to 911 immediately.

7) paving bids – We opened bids on Tuesday for the paving of Township streets.  Unfortunately that bid must be rejected.  I will re advertise and take new bids on May subject to prevailing wage rates.  These projects are no longer considered maintenance.  This is based on a very recent (March 30, 2006) ruling by the Department of Labor & Industry that was endorsed by Governor Rendell thru an executive directive.   Since that time legislation has been introduced to repeal this order.  Plan to advertise and open bids on May 9th, with award on May 9th.

8) Insurance  - Refer to the March 6, 2006 memo written by Linda Marshall.  We will be receiving a credit of at least $ 52,221 from the Intergovernmental Insurance Cooperative as a result of our actual claims coming in less the amount paid in.  When we opted into this insurance arrangement there was discussion as to what would be done if there ever was a credit.  Please consider and let me know as to what  course of action should be taken. 

9) urban growth boundary – I attached Resolution 99-17 (establishing the urban growth boundary) to this report for your reference if indeed you will be discussing the matter at the meeting this evening.
