1) Activities

a) Road paving preparation
i) The following roads had some degree of base repair, and stormwater upgrades in preparation for paving:  Dew Drop Ct., Chancellor Rd., Corbin Rd., Beaumont Rd., Locust Rd., Green Spring Rd.
b) Road maintenance
i) Cherry St. – repaired a sinkhole (asphalt zipper and bituminous) 

ii) School St. – shoulder work (bituminous, topsoil, seed)

iii) Country Ridge Dr. – corrected a stormwater surcharge by installing a flow channel in a manhole

iv) Intersections with signals – applied pavement markings (incomplete)

v) Township wide – completed the white line stripping

vi) Township wide – roadside mowing

c) Municipal Properties

i) Paved a small parking spot in from of the Township Building
ii) Continuous clean up around mulch/topsoil pile
iii) Mowing trimming at all properties (including prep work for Keystone Games)
iv) Contracted mowing at the Township owned stormwater ponds
v) Installed silt fence below stockpiled fill pile
vi) York County Conservation District conducted a pre-final inspection of the Township Complex.  Small punch list to complete prior to the final inspection to be held on September 21.
d) Miscellaneous

i) Cleaned up storm damage (trees down, etc) from the July 4th  & 27th events

ii) Monthly brush chipping  on the 8th
iii) Assisted with the recovery effort associated with Lake Redman drowning (closed Spartan Rd, obtained supplies from local businesses for the EMA personnel)

iv) Development inspections:  Springwood at Mill Ck., Ivy Greens, Stone Hill, Paddock, Heritage Hills 

e) Sewer

i) Took delivery of the Godwin bypass pump, conducted operator training at Lake Redman
ii) South Franklin St. sewer replacement project.  340’ of clay (leaking, offset joints) pipe was replaced with new pipe (PVC SDR 35).  One manhole was eliminated.  Five laterals were tied back in.  Utilized new Godwin pump for the sanitary sewer bypass.
iii) Routine maintenance on the 8 pump stations, wet well cleaning, PA One calls, etc.
2) ACTION ITEMS –  None this month.  The street adoption resolutions and ordinances for Verna Dr., Legacy  Lane and the final portion of Nightlight Dr. will be presented at the September 12th meeting.
3) PROJECT STATUS UPDATES: 
a) SOUTH QUEEN & PAULINE DRIVE – Kinsley ($ 550,279.25),  Contract end date: 10/13/2006  
The project kicked off with a preconstruction meeting on July 25th.  The contractor mobilized and began night work construction on July 31.  Utility conflicts became immediately apparent.  Natural gas lines outside of the original right of way will need to be lowered.  The contractor has completed the clearing and grubbing and basically has completed the rough excavation for the lane widening.  Coordination with the School of Technology on the installation of the curb, removal of the sign, etc. is taking place.
b) LEADER HEIGHTS & POWDER MILL – Kinsley ($ 553,974.44),  Contract end date: 10/13/2006  
The project kicked off with a preconstruction meeting on July 25th.  The contractor mobilized and began night work construction on July 31.  Utility conflicts became immediately apparent.  At this point all conflicts are located on the private development side of the project (4th leg on the south side of Leader Heights).  Even so, the contractor works for York Township, therefore we are involved in resolving the conflicts.  The contractor did some clearing and grubbing, excavation work, etc.  Coordination with adjacent property owners and private developer is on going.
