EMA Renovations/Move -  When we originally planned this building the EMA Director requested that their offices be located underground at the back of the Public Works Offices.  Also, when we planned this building the Recreation Department was not included in the plans for space due to their offices being located at the Community Center.  Since its closure, the Recreation Department has operated out of various offices in the new facility.  In order to meet wishes as well as the space requirements of both departments, the maintenance department has worked with both directors and has prepared an estimate to build new office space for Emergency Management in the area marked “Future Office Space” on the original plans as well as renovating the existing EMA space for the Rec Department.  The estimated costs are $22,100 for the space requested by EMA, approximately $5,000 for renovations, including a vestibule in the downstairs meeting room and changes to the existing EMA Office, and approximately $12,000 in office furniture or a total estimated cost of $39,100.  Currently, we have $50,000 budgeted in the 2006 budget for this project.

Kinsley Construction – Kinsley Construction has notified us that there will be a detour of Powder Mill Road in the area of Tyler Run Road beginning Nov. 7, 2005 and scheduled for completion by Nov. 21, 2005.

JR Holley & Assoc. - We’ve entered into an agreement with James R. Holley & Associates, Inc. to do the survey work to establish existing property lines for the various parcels which Farm Lane abuts and or traverses, locate existing structures that would be or are within the existing or proposed right of ways, locate and delineate wetlands and prepare a base map for use in preparing a proposed centerline road alignment between existing Farm Lane and our existing road connecting to Oak Street.

York Adams Tax Bureau – We’ve received a new standard agreement for services and revised by-laws for the York Adams Tax Bureau, formerly the York Area Earned Income Tax Bureau.  The Bureau is requesting that we formally adopt the agreement and by-laws by resolution.

Department of Public Works Monthly Report for October 2005


All information contained in this report is for information only.  The contents reflect a sampling of activities for the month of October.  At this time no official action is being requested of The Board of Commissioners.

1. OAK STREET:  Installed approximately 340 lf of 18” diameter storm water pipe along with two inlets and an energy dissipater outlet structure.  This was the Department of Public Works portion of the stormwater system associated with the new condo development known as Country View Townhomes.

2. BEACH HOUSE @ CHAMBERS RD:  Finished hauling the debris to the landfill.  Utilizing the Asphalt Zipper we ground up the existing bituminous parking lot, re-graded, spread topsoil, seeded, mulched, covered the existing well and permanently abandoned the sanitary sewer lateral.  Removed the NO TURN ON RED SIGN from the traffic signal at the Chambers Rd - SR00124 intersection.

3. TOWNSHIP WIDE CURBSIDE BRUSH COLLECTION:  Completed the mandatory curbside brush collection starting  Monday October 3rd and concluding on Friday October 14th.  This was in addition to the Saturday drop off collection that took place on October 1st.

4. FALL LEAF COLLECTION:  The curbside leaf collection program began on Monday October 24th.  This will continue thru the entire month of November and  hopefully conclude the 1st week of December.  During the peak  time, mandatory overtime will be implemented.  All residents will be thoroughly attended to.

5. UNIMOG:  Took formal possession of the Unimog on the 25th.  In addition, we also received the regenerative air sweeper, the boom mower, and the plow/spreader.

6. MUNICIPAL COMPLEX STORMWATER BASIN:
  Continue to construct the concrete flow channel.  The wet weather during the early part of the month forced this project to be put on temporary hold.

7. TYLER RUN – INTERCEPTOR G SEWER PROJECT:  The contractor continues to install replacement sewer main between Frederick Drive and South Franklin Street (Interceptor G portion).  The wet weather unfortunately has delayed progress on these projects.  The contractor requested and received a time extension to December 17, 2005.   In addition, the Tyler Run dam boring took place.  The sewer main and the steel casing pipe were installed.  To date there has been two change orders resulting in an overall net decease in contract price.  The Interceptor G replacement is proving its worth as evident by the enormous amount of infiltration being observed during construction of the new sewer pipe and manholes.

8. INFRATECH INDUSTRIES:  The subcontracted Infiltration/Inflow (I & I) maintenance work has been completed for this year with the exception of one or two point repairs.   Final numbers are:  26,508 lf (5 miles) of sewer mains  flushed, televised, and inspected.  Of this, approximately 24,000 lf were tested, including 3429 joints.  296 joints had failed (8.6%) but were subsequently repaired utilizing approximately 1115 gallons of grout.

9. TOPSOIL:  Hauled 128 loads (@$10/load) of topsoil to the stockpile location here at the Municipal Complex.

10. WINTER MAINTENANCE PREPARATION:  Installed the tailgate spreaders on the small dump trucks.  Ordered and received approximately 200 tons of road salt.  The salt bins are at 100 % capacity.  Fine tuning the snow maps incorporating the new routes as a result of adopting twelve additional roads in 2005.

11. CIDER RIDGE STORM WATER BASIN:  Conducted the follow up inspection prior to adopting.  Will recommend accepting upon receipt of the engineering certification stating the basin has been installed and is functioning properly.  The first attempt at this was not approved.

12. TRAINING:  York Township hosted two LTAP classes here in the downstairs training room.  Several York Township employees, including many others from surrounding municipalities attended these two sessions on winter maintenance and road signage/traffic control.    

13. HURRICANE RELIEF:  Delivered several truckloads of donated goods (small hand tools, office furniture, etc.) to New Freedom Borough for subsequent delivery to Mississippi (one of the many affected areas).   Still no response from the York County Emergency Management Agency on our offer to send help! 

14. FAIRFAX DRIVE STORM WATER:  Improved upon a recent storm water runoff project at the intersection of Fairfax & Imperial Drive by directing more road water directly into a new storm water inlet.  (complaint follow up)
