Resolution 2005-     Deed of Dedication for Dennis & Bobbie Hughes.  

Resolution 2005-     Amending our Act 537 plan for a planning module for a lot to be subdivided on Ironstone Hill Road.  

Resolution 2005 -     Requesting PennDOT for a permit for a temporary signal until a decision is made on the feasibility of a round-a-bout located at Springwood Road & Pauline Drive.  

Letters have been sent to Diehl Motors and Werner Brothers to have their sidewalks installed.  Diehl Motors has picked up their building permit for the work.  Werner Brothers is asking for an extension of time.  

Ken Silberstein is on the agenda.  He received a sign ordinance from the Zoning Hearing Board meeting and would like the Board to consider changes to out zoning ordinance to reflect this language.

In November the advertisement for the budget was placed in the paper.  Unfortunately, the wording in the ad inadvertently missed advertising the tax ordinance.  As a result, the tax ordinance will not be able to be passed on Tuesday evening and it will be necessary to hold a recessed meeting for the approval of the budget.  This will however, provide us with the time to modify the budget for any items that we have a consensus of the board on.  A suggested date for the recessed meeting is Monday December 19th.

As you are aware, we have been discussing the relocation of the Recreation Department and the Emergency Management Office.  Emergency Management has provided you with a letter regarding the relocation.  I would like to recommend that the Board appoint a subcommittee of two Commissioners to discuss the changes with the Emergency Management Staff.

Larry Wolfe has been doing research to find out what would be required to get DSL service extended to his neighborhood.  It turns out that Act 183 of 2004 mandates that if a "Bona Fide Retail Request" of 50 subscribers request the service and agree to sign on for a one year subscription, the telephone company must extend the service.  Larry's intention is to obtain a permit to educate the residents on the law and solicit other residents with a "Bona Fide Retail Request".  He would like to 1.) Obtain the Board's approval to insert an article or a separate flyer in our newsletter on the subject.  He's indicated if need be, he will help to defray the mailing costs.  2.) Cite the Township Manager as the township contact and reference on the application to Verizon.  I don't see a problem with either of his requests provided we have the Solicitor approve any article, etc. that would appear in our newsletter and that we include a statement to the effect that we neither object to nor endorse the effort.  I have forwarded this Steve for his review.

2.) Dallastown Borough has contacted us regarding the possiblity of our Public Works Department being able to assist them in emergency maintenance situations (primarily water main leaks) with the Dallastown Yoe Water Authority.  Scott and I have discussed this with Connie Stokes, Dallastown's Manager and have indicated to her that we would require the Board of Commissioners approval on this, however, we didn't forsee a problem if this was on an emergency basis and it didn't create a problem with our operations.  We stressed that we have no intention of taking on regular and routine maintenance of the system in any way.  The usage would need to be monitored and we would have to establish rates for reimbursement of the costs incurred by the township.  If the Board agrees, we will work with the Solicitor to create and intermunicipal cooperation agreement to that effect and will have an ordinance for you consideration at your next meeting.
January reorganization meeting.  The meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, January 3, 2006 at 6pm.  Elizabeth has made arrangements for District Justice Teyral to administer the oaths of office to the Commissioners and Treasurer.

The Board will need to appoint a Commissioner and an alternate as well as the Citizen at Large to the York Area Regional Police Department.

Don Brenneman has requested to be reappointed to the Appeals Board for a term to expire December 2011.

Department of Public Works Monthly Report for November 2005 (December BOC meeting)


All information contained in this report is for information only.  The contents reflect a sampling of activities for the month of November.  At this time no official action is being requested of The Board of Commissioners.

1. OAK STREET STORM SEWER:  Completed the York Township portion of the project by installing the finished paving, topsoil, seed and mulch.  The upper portion of the project is the responsibility of the Country View Townhomes development contractor.  Received numerous complaints concerning their poor workmanship.  We have contacted the contractor and will continue to follow up until it is satisfactory.

2. FALL LEAF COLLECTION:  The curbside leaf collection program continued throughout the month of November.  Workload is a function of nature.  The leaves stayed on the trees later than usual causing a backlog due to the high demand all at once.  On November 12th, went to mandatory nine (9) hr workdays with five (5) hr Saturdays.  New for this year is the centralized drop off location here at the Municipal Complex.  Private hauler is picking up and recycling the leaves at no cost to the Township.   Propose to secure an additional piece of leaf collection equipment to assist in this endeavor thru the 90/10 grant recycling program.

3. MUNICIPAL COMPLEX STORMWATER BASIN:
  Completed the concrete flow channel in the stormwater basin.  Can not complete the project until the private developer completes their pipe work into the facility.

4. TYLER RUN – INTERCEPTOR G SEWER PROJECT:  The contractor continues to install replacement sewer main between Frederick Drive and South Franklin Street (Interceptor G portion).  The interceptor G portion is substantially complete.  Permanent restoration can not take place until the spring.  The contractor has mobilized and begun work on the Tyler Run section of the project.

5. CIDER RIDGE STORM WATER BASIN:  No change since the October report.  Awaiting documentation.

6. WINTER MAINTENANCE:  Installed snow fence on Chestnut Hill Rd near the Elementary School.  Spread anti – skid material on Thanksgiving morning.

7. MISCELLANEOUS:  Winterized the parks, crack sealing, pothole patching, sign maintenance, monthly brush chipping, traffic signal maintenance, installing identification flag markings on fire hydrants, etc.

8. SANITARY SEWER:
  Routine pump station maintenance, small mechanical/electrical failure at the Marlborough pump station w/ follow up corrective action, flow metering the Arlington Park sewer interceptor for capacity analysis relative to the TND ordinance, flushing and televising all lines upstream of the interceptor G project, located and raised to grade two buried manholes, late night/early morning flushing of prone grease problem areas.

9. DUMPSTER PAD:  Assisted with the installation of the new pad (footers, slab, paving, etc.)

10. 2006 ROAD PROJECTS:  Began the process of defining the list of proposed street improvements for 2006.

WITH THE WINTER SEASON UPON US THE FOLLOWING IS A BRIEF OVERVIEW OF OUR RESPONSIBILITIES AND POLICIES RELATED TO THE MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES ASSOCIATED  WITH THIS TIME OF YEAR:

York Township Department of Public Works (DPW) is responsible for approximately 170 miles of roads (125 miles of Township plus 45 miles of State).  In addition, we also maintain the Parks, Municipal Bldg., Police Dept., eight pump stations, and spread pure salt on the garage apron at Fire Station #19.  The State roads consist of Leader Heights, George St. (Leader Hts. north to the line), Tyler Run, Old Baltimore Pike, and Grantley.  There are several other state roads (Queen, Springwood, Cape Horn, Camp Betty, etc.) and private roads that we do not maintain.  It is very probable that Township roads will be passable and safe when the State maintained roads are not.  We have five (5) priority routes, and fourteen (14) base routes.  Each route has a specific vehicle and operator with backup in case of equipment breakdown and/or personnel shortage.  (Please refer to the visual)  The salt is procured under a state contract  which guarantees us 700 tons plus 20% if necessary.  As simple as snow may appear, each and every event is somewhat different with varying degrees of logistical difficulty.  If it begins to snow at the start of a work shift decisions are straightforward.  Unfortunately this rarely occurs.  Winter events usually start at nights, or on a holiday weekends, sometimes unpredicted, etc.  Typically we do not plow until snow fall totals are approaching 3”.  Our goal is to make all roads passable and safe as quickly as possible, however it is imperative that priority routes be kept passable at all times for emergency services.

· Holiday Drop and Shops Nights are scheduled for Saturday, December 3 (cancelled due to lack of registration) and Saturday December 17 (19 registered) from 6-10 p.m. at the York Township Office—Lower Level.

· Cookies and Cocoa with Santa is scheduled for Saturday, December 17 from 9:30 a.m.-11:30 a.m. at the Township Office.  This event is for children ages 10 and under and is free to the community.

· The Recreation and Parks staff have been working on programs for the upcoming cycle (February-May 2006), which will be in the next newsletter, due in early January.  Programs include Beginning Woodcarvers Class, AARP Driving Course, Boating Safety Class, Babysitter’s Training Class, Ballerina Bells, Adult Bocce League, the annual Egg Hunt, and more!

Park Repairs/Projects

· The area for the pavilion at Tyler Run Park has been marked and, depending upon work schedules of the masons and the weather, we hope to have the foundation laid within the next two weeks.
· The roof on the Snyder Park pavilion is scheduled to be torn down the first week of December.  The trusses are being delivered this Thursday, December 1.

· An Agreement of Sale has been prepared for the Stump property and must be signed by December 16, 2005.

· Stone was placed in areas of the walking path at York Township Park that needed it due to runoff.

· The installation of the timer/security system at the Park Building at York Township Park is waiting on the hardware for the doors that had to be ordered to abide by ADA requirements.

· A service project was completed by Matthias Wagman.  Mr. Wagman completed an inventory of all items (benches, trees, etc.) in York Township Park that were placed as dedications or memorials.  There was currently no inventory on file.

· Two benches have been ordered for use in the Park Beautification Program.  The Park Beautification Program allows an individual to place a tree or bench as a dedication or as a memorial to someone.  One bench has already been bought for placement in York Township Park.  A bench is $450.  The cost for a tree will vary depending upon the type of tree chosen for the program.

· A meeting was held with Duane Bahn and Tory Harvey with the DASD regarding the details of the partnership to development the land across from the High School.
