Executive Sessions

Mr. Milbrand reported that there were three executive sessions to discuss RFP’s. They were held on the following dates and times: January 25, 2010 from 4:40pm to 8:25 pm, January 27, 2010 from 4:35pm to 9:10 pm and February 2, 2010 from 5:43 pm to 8:20 pm. 
Mr. Dick read a letter from C.S. Davidson thanking the Water & Sewer Authority for appointing them interim Engineer until the RFP is awarded and for all the years of past service.
On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mr. Williams, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized the release for tree and shrub damage from Steven Spangler, 216 Reynolds Mill Rd. for $950.00. All were in favor.

On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mr. Williams, the minutes of the January 18, 2010  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:

Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. The Township staff had a meeting with the developer and his engineer (regarding another matter) and they were reminded that we are still waiting for them to sign the indemnification agreement.
Heather Glen Phase I Adoption – Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. 
The Paddock at Equine Meadows – Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer.

Fountain Head – Indemnification needed: No change. It is now up to developer whether this stays a private sewer or they offer it for adoption. If they offer it for adoption an indemnification will be needed. York Township Public Works Dept. flushed and televised these sewer lines and are still awaiting payment.   

Cape Horn Retail L.P. Developer Agreement – No change waiting on developer.  
Bridgewater – Sewer Improvement Agreement –  No change waiting on developer. This agreement was made part of the final plan approval. See letter from C.S. Davidson dated 1/18/2010. 
Waits R/W Agreement – It was reported that the Waits property is up for sale. Steve Hovis will try to contact them to have the papers signed or it will show up in a title search and slow down the closing  process. This is to their benefit as signing the ROW release would give them a $500.00 settlement payment.  
Public Works Report:
Lentzlyn Drive Pump Station – Discharge odor complaints – Mr. Miller reported that adding the Bio-Bugs 3 times a week seems to be doing the job at the Lentzlyn P/S. The Public Works Dept has been testing the atmosphere and the results are within an acceptable range. We will continue to add this product to the system. 
A new complaint about tree damage has been received from 252 Reynolds Mill Road. Gary Milbrand is working on settling this with the homeowner. The homeowner with the missing lamppost will get a quote from an electrician and pass it on to Gregory Contractors as soon as the snow is gone. Gregory Contractors contacted her at the end of December and said the books will be closed at the end of the year. The books are not closed and they are still responsible for taking care of this matter.
