Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Williams, seconded by Mr. Reid, the minutes of the February 17, 2010  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:

Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. The Township staff had a meeting with the developer and his engineer (regarding another matter) and they were reminded that we are still waiting for them to sign the indemnification agreement.
Heather Glen Phase I Adoption – Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. 
The Paddock at Equine Meadows – Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer.

Fountain Head – Indemnification needed: No change. It is now up to developer whether this stays a private sewer or they offer it for adoption. If they offer it for adoption an indemnification will be needed. York Township Public Works Dept. flushed and televised these sewer lines and are still awaiting payment.  A second request for payment of  Inv# 2583 was sent on 3/10/2010.  

Cape Horn Retail L.P. Developer Agreement – No change waiting on developer.  
Bridgewater – Sewer Improvement Agreement –  No change waiting on developer. This agreement was made part of the final plan approval. See letter from C.S. Davidson dated 1/18/2010. This plan will be going to the Planning Commission meeting on 3/16/10.
Waits R/W Agreement – Solicitor Hovis  has been trying to get in contact with the Waits. The house is for sale and we would like to settle the right–of-way agreement before the sale. He has stopped at the house a few times and no one has been home. This will be an issue at closing if nothing is settled.  
Public Works Report:
Lentzlyn Drive Pump Station – Discharge odor complaints – Have not had any more complaints. We are on the second round of Bio-Bugs treatment. 
Lamppost replacement at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. – No change. Now that the snow is melted this should get resolved. 
Tree damage complaint at 252 Reynolds Mill Rd. – Will discuss in executive session.
Potential Project Areas - Mr. Dick reported that the Commissioners are starting to discuss how we are going to pay for future sewer projects. He felt that maybe the Water & Sewer Authority should start thinking about what areas in the Township need sewers. Before the Leader Heights Project there were 13 areas identified as potential problems. Maybe we should have Brad Hengst at a future meeting to see if these areas are still problems or if there are any new areas. Gary Milbrand will contact Brad Hengst to arrange for him to come to a future meeting.

Leader Heights Phases II & III – Status report #62.  Gregory Contractors, Inc. has not resolved the complaint about a missing lamp post at 210 Reynolds Mill Road nor provided the  manhole lining certifications. On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mr. Williams, the Water & Sewer Authority  voted to approve the appointment of Gannett Fleming, Inc. as the York Township Water & Sewer Authority Engineer in accordance with the Agreement for Consulting Engineering Services as presented. Furthermore, this appointment shall allow C.S. Davidson to complete their review on preliminary and/or final land development and/or sub-division plans currently filed with York Township. C.S. Davidson shall act in this capacity until a satisfactory letter is sent to the applicant related to the pending plan, whether final or preliminary. Yes – (2) Reid, Williams. No – (1)  Dick.
