Minutes:
On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Dick, the minutes of the June 21, 2010  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  

None
Solicitor’s Report: 

Bridgewater Sewer Agreement – Solicitor Hovis reported on the Bridgewater Sewer Agreement. The Bridgewater TND has been given conditional approval and the sewer agreement will be part of this process. The Sewer agreement confirms how the developer will upgrade the sewer lines because as they are now they could not handle the extra flow from the Bridgewater development. This agreement has been going back and forth between Bridgewater and York Township for quite some time. The changes requested by Steve Hovis and Gary Milbrand have now been incorporated into the agreement. The agreement and exhibits will be reviewed by Solicitor Hovis and Mr. Milbrand. A copy will be forwarded to the Authority for discussion and/or action at the August or September meeting. 

Gichner – Environmental Covenant Transmittal -  The Water & Sewer Authority has a sanitary sewer easement thru the Gichner property at 490 East Locust St. This site has been subject to environmental problems for many years. In accordance with the Uniform Environmental Covenants Act (Act No. 68 of 2007) we were required to be sent a copy of the Covenant. It was sent to Stock & Leader for review and it was suggested that we should call and get the details on how this will impact us if we ever need to access our easement. Mr. Hovis will keep us updated.  
Public Works Report: Robert Miller 
We are still dealing with odor problem stemming from the Lentzlyn Dr. P/S. We did not hear from the property at Edgewood Dr. who was asked to write down the times of the day the smell was the worst. We did however hear from the property owner on Reynolds Mill Rd. and he indicated that he still smells the foul odor. He also smells when we put the deodorizer in the pump station.  This is an ongoing problem that is being worked on to find a suitable solution. The final solution cost will come from the sewer project funds. 
Pipe lining by Mr. Rehab -  Gary Milbrand and Bob Miller informed the Authority of the pipe lining project being done on Honey Valley Road by Mr. Rehab. Mr. Rehab is lining ½ mile of 8” clay pipe on Honey Valley Road. The pipe lining is approximately $35 per foot compared to approximately $110 per foot for pipe replacement.  They are also doing six point repairs and grouting 26 laterals. The pipe lining has a 40 year warranty. 
Authority’s Authorized Representative Report: Gary Milbrand
Oak Ridge Phase II – Lot lines – Nothing has changed on this issue .
Summary of Sewer Fund Revenues -   Gary Milbrand gave an explanation of  the sewer fund budget and examples of how the dollars are spent. He also explained why we have the balances in the different funds and how we get reimbursed from other municipalities. There was a brief discussion. 
 Engineer’s Report: Tim Nolt (sitting in for Mark Malarich)  

Russell’s Hollow LD2010-4-2 – This plan is for 21 single family dwellings on a single lot with private roads and sewers. It is located behind the former Moose Lodge at the intersection of Old Dutch Lane and Cape Horn Road. Mr. Nolt reported that Gannett Fleming recommended approval of the plan subject to Solicitor Hovis’ review and approval of the Homeowners Association documents. It was also noted that this plan was approved at the last Board of Commissioners meeting.
Bridgewater Phase I  P2010-6-2 – Mr. Nolt reported that Gannett Fleming recommended that the plan be returned to the developer’s engineer to address the comments in Gannett Flemings letter dated June 23, 2010. He also made note of two items that the Authorities Solicitor should confirm were adequately addressed. 1. Review of the open space language to confirm sufficient sanitary sewer access. 2. The final execution of the sewer agreement.  
The Village at Grove Estates  LD 2010-7-1 – This plan will be reviewed by the York Township staff on Thursday. Gannett Flemings letter dated July 12, 2010 had 23 comments to be addressed for this preliminary subdivision and land development plan. The plan proposed a pump station be used for 172 dwellings located on the southern portion of the development. It was reported by Gary Milbrand that the developers engineer was told it might be possible to connect to the line used by OSS and a pump station would not be needed. The developer would have to obtain some ROW from OSS. This will be an ongoing issue on the agenda. 
Leader Heights Phases II & III:

Status report #66 -  The report was reviewed and discussed. An onsite inspection of the Leader Heights Project area was conducted by Richard Resh of C.S. Davidson, Bryan Withiam YCCD and Donna Yingling, Gregory Contractors on June 30, 2010. A letter dated July 1, 2010 from Mr. Resh listed his observations from this walk through. Mr. Withiam of the YCCD will be issuing an inspection report which we have not received as of today. Because there are a few areas where grass coverage is incomplete, the York County Conservation District will not consider this a final inspection and will not closeout the project at this time. The existing permit does not expire until March 7, 2013.   We will discuss this more at the next meeting when we are in possession of the YCCD’s inspection report. 
Lessons Learned Documents-  Gary Milbrand put together a list of the Authorities and his thoughts on what went right/wrong with the Leader Heights Sewer Project Phase II & III.  This document was reviewed and a lengthy discussion followed. One item of note is that we need to put Gregory Contractors on notice for some of the items that were not done according to the contract specifications.  
Requisitions and Checks 

On the motion of Mr. Williams, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, Requisition # 223 and checks 1019-1025  were authorized for payment.  All were in favor.
