Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mr. Dick, the minutes of the July 20, 2009  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved with the following correction. The spelling of the word performed was corrected.  All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  

None

Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  The indemnification agreement was given to John Runge, of Gordon Brown Associates. He will review it with Mr. Stoltzfus and get back to us. Still waiting for agreement. 
Heather Glen – Phase I Adoption -  Right-of-way requires execution by landowner. Indemnification Agreement needed. 
Cape Horn Retail L.P. Developer Agreement – Waiting on developer.  
Bridgewater – Sewer Improvement Agreement –  Solicitor Hovis and  Mr. Milbrand provided comments and changes to the agreement in a letter dated March 31, 2009.  No response has been received back from Bridgewater. 
Waits R/W Agreement - No change. Neither party has petitioned the courts for a Board of View.  
Public Works Report:
YCCD Notice of Violation and Correspondence –  As of 7/9/2009 the site meets the requirements of the Chapter 102 Erosion Control regulations. The YCCD will conduct additional inspections of the site until all disturbed areas are permanently stabilized. Mr. Milbrand noted that a final inspection will be required in the fall.
Connection Updates – Phase 2C (sheet 6) and Phase 3  Gary Milbrand handed out a sewer connection map showing the status of the sewer connections thru 8/14/2009. Ninety One (91) connection letters were sent out for these two phases. As of tonight approximately 65 permits were picked up (fees paid) and 46 of those permits picked up are connected to the public sewer. Approximately 9 homeowners have not paid the sewer connection and tapping fees. One plumber reported having 27 hookups to do and is running behind about 2 weeks for the hookup deadline. In Phase 2C the deadline is 9/28/2009. For Phase 3 some of the connection notices were not sent out on 5/29/09 due to certain circumstances. These homeowners will have more time to hook up then the deadline of 8/28/09. 
On the motion of Mr. Dick, seconded by Mr. Reid, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized Gary Milbrand to send out second connection notices for Phase 2C and Phase 3 at the appropriate time for an extra 60 days. All were in favor.  
Private Sewer Notification Letters – Mr.  Miller reported back to the Water & Sewer Authority with a list of developments that have not offered the sewer lines for adoption and should now be getting private sewer maintenance notification letters. 

1. Fountain Head

2. Biscayne Woods

3. Springwood @ Mill Creek Phase 2 & 3

4. Heather Glen

After  some discussion it was decided that private sewer maintenance  letters should be sent to # 2 thru 4. In regards to  Fountainhead a letter was already sent on June 16, 2009 with no response from the owners. The Authority directed Mr. Miller to contact the owner and let him know that the York Township Public Works Department will be televising the sewer lines and billing him. 

Public Sewer Adoptions - * See Tracking Sheet on Back of Agenda:

Pasch Construction – The Paddock at Equine Meadows Phase I. -  A discussion was held on whether an Indemnification Agreement was needed. It was determined that the streets in the Paddock at Equine Meadows are not township streets (and never will be) and do not have the final overlay on them. An Indemnification Agreement will be needed.  

On the motion of Mr. Dick, seconded by Mr. Reid, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized Resolution 2009-2 accepting the dedication of certain sanitary sewer lines constructed as part of the Paddock at Equine Meadows Land Development Plan subject to the approval of an Indemnification Agreement by the Authority  Solicitor. All were in favor.

 Engineer’s Report:  

Leader Heights Phases II & III – Status report #55.  Application for payment # 13 for Contract No. 14 was discussed. A letter dated 8/3/2009 to Gregory Contractors lists the incomplete work and how the retainage was computed. It also lists items the Water & Sewer Authority is seeking reimbursement from the contractor for. The engineering costs of $2,149.46 for the extra work for deficient paving was removed from this list. Mr. Milbrand reported that Gregory Contractors indicated that they will not pay for this and he wanted a consensus from the Authority that they will not be going back against Gregory Contractors for this amount. The Water & Sewer Authority was in agreement with this move. 
We received the appraisals from York Tree Service for the tree and shrub damage on the remaining private properties along Reynolds Mill Road. Gary Milbrand will try to negotiate settlements with these homeowners using the appraisals as a guide. The tree and shrub damage appraisals that are under negotiations from last month are still pending and will be followed up this month by Gary Milbrand and reported on at next months meeting. 
Record drawings were furnished to York Township for Contract No. 15 on 8/7/2009. 
The provided point of connection for the Bridgeway Community Church was a 4” connection and they require a 6” point of connection, as their existing lateral to their on-lot system is 6”. UCC and township code does not allow for reduction in pipe size. Gary Milbrand received a quote from Fitz & Smith for $2,650.00 to replace this lateral. When Fitz and Smith opened up the trench they found that the lateral provided  was also 2’ to shallow. They then capped the 4” Y and closed the trench. A point further down the main was located for them to cut into the main with a 6” Y.  This added length to extend the lateral further than originally thought will not be paid for by the Bridgeway Community Church.  The York Township Department of Public Works will perform the finished grading and seeding to reduce costs. It was determined that the original design drawing did not show a 6” lateral at this location. Richard Resh of  C.S. Davidson, Inc. said that if their inspectors had been inspecting the project they would have caught this error on the C.S. Davidson plans. He also said that C.S. Davidson , Inc. would pay the $2,650.00 that Fitz & Smith quoted to fix the wrong pipe size. This will be discussed further next month when all the bills are in for the new repair.                  
Requisitions and Checks 

On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mr. Williams, Requisition #’s. 171 thru 182 and check #’s  979 and 980 were authorized for payment.  All were in favor.   

Project Financing
The tracking sheet of the estimated costs vs. budget costs were reviewed and discussed for the Leader Heights Sewer Project. In projecting future cost Gary Milbrand and Richard Resh both still feel we will bring the project in on budget. 

Executive Session at 7:25pm – Contracts
Prior to convening to executive session, the requisitions and checks were signed by the President and Secretary.  After which the Authority, Township Staff and the Solicitor went into executive session to discuss contracts.
