Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Williams, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, the minutes of the October 19, 2009  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  None
Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. 
Heather Glen–Phase I Adoption – Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. 
The Paddock at Equine Meadows– Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer.

Fountain Head – Indemnification needed: It is now up to developer whether this stays a private sewer or they offer it for adoption. If they offer it for adoption an indemnification will be needed. York Township Public Works Dept. flushed and televised these sewer lines and are awaiting payment.   

Cape Horn Retail L.P. Developer Agreement – No change waiting on developer.  
Bridgewater – Sewer Improvement Agreement –  No change waiting on developer. 
Waits R/W Agreement - No change. 
Public Works Report:
Request for proposal for Engineering services (RFP): –  The RFP’s for engineering services were sent out with a due date of 11/16/2009. Twelve RFP’s were received. Staff and the Authority will review and narrow the twelve down to approximately three for interviews. 

Billing Update for Leader Heights Sewer Customers -  The Leader Heights Sewer Project Phase II and III customers are being billed for sewer service including the homeowner on the corner of S. George St. and Leader Heights Road as discussed at the October meeting.

Connection Updates – Phase 3 - Mr. Milbrand reported that all property owners, except two  were connected by the deadline of October 28, 2009 as stated in the second request letters. The property at 190 Reynolds Mill Road needed a grinder pump and was hooked up on November 3rd. The other property at 266 Reynolds Mill Road had already been given an extended date of December 16, 2009 due to them being out of the country. Mr. Milbrand spoke with the plumber and reported they will be hooked up well before the deadline. 
Odor Complaint – 130 Reynolds Mill Road. Sewage from the Lentzlyn Dr. pump station flows past this property into an existing manhole on its way to the Imperial Drive pump station.  It was thought that the odor was occurring due to the slow start up of the Lentzlyn Drive pump station.  The York Township Public Works Dept. began flushing clean water thru the station on a weekly basis and installed infiltration dishes below the manhole lids. These measures did not take care of the odor and the resident sent the township a letter. The York Township Public Works Director, Scott DePoe then sent the resident a letter informing him that we would bury the manhole lid below the lawn surface in his yard in hopes of solving this matter. This was completed on 11/11/2009.

 Engineer’s Report:  

Leader Heights Phases II & III – Status report #58.  No application for payment was submitted this month by Gregory Contractors (Contract # 14). He will request a payment at the December meeting. A signed executed release of claims was submitted by Mrs. Sieling at 206 Reynolds Mill Rd. Her compensation will be approved at tonight’s meeting. Gary Milbrand is still negotiating settlements for tree and shrub damage with a few property owners along Reynolds Mill Rd. The York Township Public Works Department re-seeded the ROW area around Lentzlyn and Amad. Mr. Resh will have Gregory Contractors replace the dead plants around the Lentzlyn Dr. pump station. The electric line for a missing lamp post at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. was located by Township staff .  No payment for the lamp post has been made by Gregory Contractors. It will be submitted with the final payment. The performance Bond will remain in effect for two years from the date of final payment. In addition to any corrective work, including landscaping at the pump station site, Gregory Contractors, Inc. is still responsible to address surface restoration issues in the Spring of 2010, Fall of 2010 and Spring of 2011.
