Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mr. Williams, the minutes of the November 16, 2009  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  

Jeff Spangler from James R. Holley & Associates - vacate an unnecessary sanitary sewer easement at Country Meadows Associates (LD2009-11-1). Country Meadows LD 2009-11-1 is for a proposed structure that conflicts with this unused sanitary sewer easement. Mr. Spangler explained that the sanitary sewer easement was for the property where the mini storage is located. The mini storage hooked up to the sanitary sewer from a different line and will never be using this easement. Gary Milbrand stated the York Township staff is okay with vacating this sanitary sewer easement. 

On the motion of Mr. Williams, seconded by Mr. Reid, the Water & Sewer Authority approved to vacate the unnecessary sanitary sewer easement at Country Meadows LD 2009-11-1. All were in favor.
Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. 
Heather Glen–Phase I Adoption – Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. 
The Paddock at Equine Meadows– Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer.

Fountain Head – Indemnification needed: It is now up to developer whether this stays a private sewer or they offer it for adoption. If they offer it for adoption an indemnification will be needed. York Township Public Works Dept. flushed and televised these sewer lines and are still awaiting payment.

On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Williams, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized the release for tree and shrub damage from the following: Richard W. Jr. & Melissa C. Engles, 234 Reynolds Mill Rd. for $900.00, Wayne A. & Ella L. Kump, 248 Reynolds Mill Rd. for $3,200.00, Paul W. Piatkowski, 276 Reynolds Mill Rd. for $1,100.00, Wilbert J. & Mary C Burkholder, 278 Reynolds Mill Rd. for $470.00, and Brett A. Markle, 214 Reynolds Mill Rd. for $970.00. All were in favor. 
Gary Milbrand is still negotiating three ROW settlements. 
Mr. Dick thanked Gary Milbrand for an excellent job dealing with the ROW negotiations. 

Request for proposal for Engineering services (RFP): –  The RFP’s for engineering services are under review and will be discussed in executive session at the end of tonight’s meeting. 

Billing Update for Leader Heights Sewer Customers -  All Leader Heights Sewer Project Phase II and III customers are being billed for sewer service.
Connection Updates – Phase 3 - Mr. Milbrand reported that all property owners in Phase 3 are connected to the sanitary sewer.  
Lentzlyn Drive Pump Station Odor Complaints – We are still receiving complaints of odors coming from the manholes from flows out of the Lentzlyn Drive P/S. The Public Works Department has buried a few manholes and added water to make the pumps run more often. The flows are not what we thought they would be and are going septic. We are looking into using some sort of neutralizer in the system.
Mr. Miller reported that a subcontractor was coming tomorrow to do some point repairs to a few selected areas. 

Public Sewer Adoptions - * See Tracking Sheet on Back of Agenda:

 Engineer’s Report:  

Leader Heights Phases II & III – Status report #59.  Gregory Contractors, Inc. has completed final seeding restoration. They are also attempting to repair the bent basketball support at the Middleton property. A complaint about a missing lamp post at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. has been filed with the Contractor. On 11/17/2009 Gregory Contractors was sent a letter regarding replacement of landscaping at the Lentzlyn Dr. pump station site. Application for payment No. 14 was submitted by Gregory Contractors (Contract # 14). Retainage for this payment was figured using dollar figures from work that is incomplete. This includes restoring electric service to a lamp post at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. and to provide manhole lining certifications. In addition we are seeking reimbursement (also held as retainage) for engineering reviews of substitutions and engineering reviews for the resolution of deficient work. The Performance Bond will remain in effect for two years from the date of final payment. In addition to any corrective work, including landscaping at the pump station site, Gregory Contractors, Inc. is still responsible to address surface restoration issues in the Spring of 2010, Fall of 2010 and Spring of 2011.  
Requisitions and Checks 

On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Reid, Requisition #’s. 202  thru 208 and check #’s  992 thru 994 were authorized for payment.  All were in favor.   

Annual Report of the Consulting Engineer - The annual report of the consulting engineer was reviewed. A discussion was held regarding the insurance renewal recommendations on page three. It was reported by Mr. Milbrand that the township did not do increases in 2007/2008 so this year the insurance increases will be done fully.
Project Financing  - It was reported that the project is coming in under budget even with the $278,000 needed for the street overlays this coming Spring. The Township had set aside $300,000 of capital reserve money for the project which they were able to put back in the capital reserve fund because it was not needed. Mr. Dick requested that Gary Milbrand take this information to the February BOC meeting.
