House Bill 1500:  The bill would require municipalities and boroughs without police service that depend on the Pennsylvania State Police to pay a fee to cover the costs of the State Police.  Windsor Township passed a resolution in support of House Bill 1500. 


Comm. Knepper:  4200 State Police Officers cover the state of Pennsylvania.  We support YARP and the State Police, we are paying twice.  The House Bill proposes $150 fee per resident for municipalities and boroughs that are not a member of a regional police force.

Schedule
On motion of Comm. Knepper, seconded by Comm. Jones, Resolution 2010-9, fee schedule was approved.  


Comm. Silberstein:  Do these fees represent costs that make the fees revenue neutral?


Elizabeth Heathcote:  The fee for a validity challenge at $3500 is not.  We are not able to recover attorney fees and only a portion of the stenographer fee.  This would be an administrative fee, including the cost of advertising and mailings.  

Comm. Silberstein:  Would it make more sense to have a $500 filing fee and another $500 for each meeting?  

Attorney Jones:  I was at a seminar recently and there’s pending legislation on conditional use hearings for TND’s that would allow municipalities to be able to recover all the costs on TND hearings from the applicant.  I don’t know if it will cover a validity challenge.

Comm. Silberstein:  For a subdivision and land development plan we are charging $250 plus $10 a lot or a dwelling lot, and I would have to question whether our expenses reviewing those plans are being adequately recouped?  


Attorney Jones:  We can charge back professional consultant costs, engineer, solicitor, traffic engineer. 


Elizabeth Heathcote:  That is an administrative fee only. 


Comm. Steele: The comprehensive plan at $40.00, what does that mean to me?


Elizabeth Heathcote:  The fee for a copy of the comp plan. 
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Comm. Steele:  I’m with Comm. Silberstein on the validity challenge at $3500, after what we have gone through.  There should be a way to recoup our money.  I’m not trying to stop validity challenges, but at this point I said to my wife earlier ‘isn’t it amazing what the York Township citizens are paying for this validity challenge’.


Comm. Silberstein: Based on the fact that our solicitor is going to get back to us with some additional information on this, I’d like to make a motion that we table Resolution 2010-9 till such time that we have more thorough answers from our solicitor.


Comm. Granholm:  There’s no way we could pass an amended version of this? I’d hate to delay the fees.  I think everything else is appropriate.  I’m concerned with it, but I don’t want to put the whole thing on hold.  Things are starting to pick up.  I saw the recent permit list.  A lot of things are the same, right?


Elizabeth Heathcote:  Yes, we can amend it.

Hill
John Runge gave an update as to where they are with a new plan to be submitted to PennDOT for road improvements to the entrance of the Sage Hill development and the improvements on CBW Road.  The approved land development calls for the S curve to be taken out of CBW Road.  The revised plan calls for the S curve to remain with new signage and lighting and to improve the area on the Rexroth property where there is a rock embankment.  This will significantly lessen the costs for the township.  


Comm. Steele stressed there are no drawings, this is just a briefing.   


Comm. Knepper felt this appeared to be a pared down version of the originally agreed upon land development plan.  He hoped that this doesn’t resemble a cheap way out.


John Runge said it may appear smaller.  The S curve serves as a traffic calming device, if signs and lighting are added it would be safe.  We are looking at two phases, one to allow for the adoption of the roadways in phase I and second to help out the residents with infiltration.

Scott DePoe:  There is a lot of work that needs to be done to get the roads approved for adoption.  If the top is not put on soon someone will have to start over with the roads.

We are looking into a 5K race for Friday, May 28th at midnight.

Fireworks
My request is twofold for permission to hold the show in the township park.  We would be doing this in conjunction with a free Friday night movie. It would be an Independence Event for York Township.  The second part of that would be the minimum for the show is $3000, I’m asking if the board would allocate up to $2000 if necessary if I’m not able to raise the necessary funds from the community and then the Rec. Department would be able to put forth $1000. 


Comm. Granholm:  You are looking for local support, if you manage to get the whole $2000 we wouldn’t need to allocate any money, but 
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anything short of that you are asking for support?  I think this is the kind of event that we should support.  I think combined with our movie night, which is great, this is a great way to kick off the holiday weekend with something in our township. It’s good for our local businesses. If we are at home we don’t have to go to the fair grounds.  I’m going to offer a motion that we commit to this up to $2000 to help support this fireworks show.


Comm. Knepper:  I had a lot of positive input the last time we did fireworks.  I’ll second it.


Comm. Silberstein:  I have a question.  Where’s it getting paid from?  


Debra Hatley:  Unallocated funds in the budget for the $2000 and the $1000 would come out of the Rec. budget.  I’m attempting to raise funds, and I already have a $500 commitment.


Comm. Silberstein:  I like fireworks and I think the 4th of July weekend is a great time to see fireworks. But we have already allocated hundreds of thousands of dollars to our recreation department and I would offer that you need to find it out of that budget not out of the general fund unallocated funds or raise the money.  I don’t see why this board on top of what’s already been budgeted to recreation this year should give additional funds.  I do know there are other fireworks being held that night at the Revolutions game, there are fireworks on Saturday night in Red Lion and fireworks on Sunday at the fair grounds and at the Revolutions game.  I’d just have a tough time with us anteing up tough…tough tax dollars to put on another fireworks display. I believe we had this discussion a couple of years ago and I believe I said the same thing then.  I understand and think it’s a nice idea, but I hope some of the local businesses will ante up.

Comm. Granholm:  Hopefully our local businesses will ante up.  I know tax dollars are hard paid, hard earned, but it’s one of those things it’s just the right thing to do.  Especially in a crummy economy you want to do things at home.  This is a relatively low cost.  We do spend a lot on our Rec. Department, but I think this is the right kind of event we should support.  If it needs a few extra bucks, so be it.


Comm. Knepper:  How do you pursue partners and what recognition do they get?


Debra Hatley:  We do our Partners in Parks Program and have asked for a $500 donation from them.  If they all committed we would have $2500, but I don’t think they would all commit that much.  We could ask for

donations after the show as people are leaving the park…….anything to raise the additional funds.  They would get recognition with signs that we put out, and we put their names in the newsletter.


Comm. Silberstein:  I’m not shooting the messenger, I’m simply saying….If you’ve already got the commitment for $500 would that mean that the commitment you are looking for from the board is $1500?


Debra Hatley:  I’m asking for up to $2000.


Comm. Silberstein: But if you are getting funds already, are you talking about spending more money for fireworks, or are you talking about a total of $3000?


Debra Hatley:  The minimum is $3000.  If we are able to raise more than that we would put that towards the show.  If we don’t raise enough, I’m asking for $2000 assistance to meet the $3000 minimum.


Comm. Silberstein:  You are looking for a commitment to meet the minimum, not to buy…if you get $2000 or $2500 then you are not going to spend $5000.


Debra Hatley:  No, that is not what I intend.


Vote 4 yes, 1 no (Silberstein)

Comm. Silberstein:  What unallocated funds is this coming from?  I think that needs to be specified.


Debra Hatley:  Unallocated funds.


Comm. Silberstein:  The last time we wanted to spend $20.00 here we had to find where it was coming from, because we are not showing a surplus in the budget.


Scott DePoe:  Just a suggestion.  I brought to the board we were running this air conditioning to cool the Rec. office.  We fixed that.  In the budget was $10,000 and it cost us $1500 to fix.  We no longer run this unit unless there is an event in here.  


Debra Hatley:  It’s early in the season.  As projects progress there are things that tend to come in under budget. 
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Comm. Silberstein:  I guess the school that  I’m from says if you come in under budget on a project it’s only in government that you actually try to find some place else to spend that money.
